· Park and Ride

· Pay & Display

· Residents Parking

· Pedestrianization

· Public Transport

· Cycle Ways

· Walk ways

Feedback from brainstorming.


North

Park and Ride

· This is the key issue and the preferred option

· Needs better signing

· Needs to be affordable

· Better more frequent bus service

· Be better promoted

· Car park needs security – people need to feel safe

· Park and Ride facility on Kingswear side of the river.

Pay & Display

· Residents need to be accommodated as part of any Pay & Display scheme.

· Car parks and on-street parking should be considered as a whole

· Where do the proceeds of Pay & Display go?  They should go to Dartmouth.

· A free “pop and shop” scheme for short term parking should be included.

· Short stay parking in town with long stay out of town.

· Further parking in College Way.

· Any new parking should not impact on the open spaces in the Town.

Residents Parking

· Needs to be affordable for all residents

· Should be 24 hours

· Residents should be treated equally with businesses

· B&B’s and hotels would need permits (how many?)

Pedestrianization 

· Short stay parking would have to be in the Town centre

· Not popular – causes more harm than good

· Needs a survey of tourists to prove or disprove its usefulness/attraction.

Public Transport

· Bring back the no 111 Bus

· Needs a decision on the location of the bus station

Cycle Ways

· Low priority

· Would need improved safety

Walk Ways

· Need to be wider

· Better maintained

· More dropped kerbs

· Anzac Street/Victoria Road/Duke Street junction difficult to cross


South


Park and Ride

· At present poor quality buses, finish too early

· Park and Ride tickets should be valid on other buses

· Needs to be more affordable

· Self-financing

· Under private management

Pay & Display

· Additional parking in College Way – narrowing with a service road.

· Seasonal Pay and Display in summer months only

Residents Parking

· More private garages should be allowed

· Should be in off centre streets e.g. Victoria Road

Pedestrianization 

· In favour – Fairfax Place, Boatfloat and Smith Street.

Public Transport

· Buses to pick up at Park and Ride – no double deckers in town.
Cycle Ways

· Not in Town

Walk Ways

· Pavements need improvements.

East

Park and Ride

· Main element of whole issue

· Present site or further out

· Needs cheap regular service, running until late at night

· Security

· Could be funded by Pay and Display and Residents parking.

Pay & Display

· To run from 11 am – 5 pm.

· In the main flat areas of Town

Residents Parking

· Residents permits £50- £100

· Possible site on Coombe Mud – from the Higher Ferry parallel to Coronation Park.

Pedestrianization 

· Fairfax Place, Boatfloat to encourage more tourism.

Public Transport

· X81 and 93 buses should both go down College Way.
· All local buses could loop on a one way system – up College Way and down Victoria Road (this could also be applied to other traffic).
· Move bus station to Flavel Square.
Cycle Ways

· Only outside of Town

Walk Ways

· Boatfloat corner of Duke Street and Anzac Street dangerous for pedestrians.

West

Park and Ride

· Should be no further out of Town than it is now

· Much more incentive to encourage use

· Needs more flexible charges

· Need for long-stay availability

Pay & Display

· Do not believe it is acceptable.

· Could be if there was a separate scheme for residents.

· Would need a Pop and Shop scheme (similar to Totnes).

Residents Parking

· Not desirable

· Need long-term visitors parking

· In general need more down town parking and to investigate in detail sites such as another layer on Mayor’s Avenue and under Coronation Park.

Pedestrianization 

· Desirable but not a priority.

Public Transport

· Move tourist coach drop off to North Embankment.
· Re-examine bus routes in and out of town.
Cycle Ways

· Not needed or easily incorporated except in new West Dartmouth development.
