DRAFT BUDGET 2012/2013.
The Chairman reported that upon further investigations and discussions with the Councils’ VAT adviser regarding the Councils’ VAT liability with regard to the Community café it was no longer possible to pursue the original proposal.  Clearly this now had an impact on the budget and the Chairman presented a number of options.
There was discussion regarding the Swimming Pool and it was agreed that a meeting be held with the Trustees at the earliest opportunity.
